Knitting - Two Suits, paired with the
same numbers.

Concealed, except last tile.

Triple Knitting - All three suits. Four
sets and one knitting pair.

Concealed, except last tile.




Dragonfly - One of each Dragon, a
Pung of each suit and a pair from any suit.

Pungs MAY be taken from Discards.

Wriggly Snake - Arun of 1 to 9 in one
Suit, a second 1 (the eyes of the snake)
And one of each Wind. NO Dragons.

Concealed, except last tile.
Greta’s Garden - Arunof1to 7 in

one Suit, one of each Wind, one of each
Dragon.

Concealed, except last tile.

A Run, A Pung & A Pair - All one

suit, A run of 1 to 9, one Pung and one Pair.

NO Winds or Dragons

Concealed, except last tile.

Windy Chows - A Chow from each suit, one of
each Wind and any Wind paired.

NO Dragons

Concealed, except last tile.
